1. Do EACH of the following:

(b) With the assistance of your merit badge counselor or a librarian, select six books of four different types (such as
poetry, dramalplays, fiction, nonfiction, biographies, etc.). Ask your librarian or counselor about award-winning books
that are recommended for readers your age and include at least one of those titles. (See reading log sample below.)

(c) Find the books in the library catalog. With your counselor's or a librarian's assistance, locate the books on the
shelves. (See reading log sample below.)

(d) Read each hook. Keep a log of your reading that includes the title of the book, the pages or chapters read, the date
you completed them, and your thoughts about what you have read so far. Discuss your reading with your counselor.
Using your log as a reference, explain why you chose each book and tell whether you enjoyed it and what it meant to
you. (See reading log sample below.)
